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INTRODUCTION

This procedure describes how to connect a Optio IP Camera to Vista VL-NVR

Procedure
If you do not have the password or IP address of the Optio camera, use the Optio IP utility

to default or carry out any set up of passwords or IP addresses.

Some Optio cameras will require a hard reset to remove forgotten password.
**For setting pre-configured camera passwords on the VL NVR see footnote on this document**

Use the Optio utility to connect to the Optio camera

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Set a username and password
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If you are connecting the camera via the PoE port set the camera to DHCP, if using LAN port set a suitable IP
address

Connect camera to the VL-NVR either via the Lan port or a PoE port depending on the IP set up

Log in to the menu of the VL-NVR > Setting > Camera > Add a camera
